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Investigation on Impact of Financial Crisis on

Citizens in Hebei Province and Their Responses
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Abstract:In order to understand the impact of financial crisis on our province’s citizens and their
responses,eight groups of citizens were investigated through questionaires and interviews. Four con-
clusions were drawn from the investigations. 1) In general, the impact of the financial crisis this time
on the province's citizens is not serious; 2) the impact on the young is more serious than the middle
and the old, and the impact on women is more serious than men; 3) the impact of financial crisis and
problems in the peoples livelihood are interrelated; 4)the media played an irreplaceable role in the cri-
sis.
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
