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Study on Equalization Measurement and Spatial Difference of
Basic Public Services in Local Government

Abstract: The paper uses Theil index and TOPSIS method to study basic public services of 21 cit-
ies in Guangdong Province. The results show that: there is a significant difference about basic public
service equalization in the local government, but the overall level of the public service is up. The gap
in Pearl River Delta, east wing, west wing, mountain areas is gradually increasing, but internal
differences is reducing gradually. The spatial distribution of basic public services in Guangdong prov-
ince shows high values concentration between the Pearl River Delta and the east wing region, the low
values concentration between the west wing and the mountains areas. Therefore, we should increase
non-Pearl River Delta financial transfer payments, achieve regional health services collaborative devel-
opment, and establish a reasonable local official” s performance assessment mechanism to make the
basic public services more reasonable.
